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Abstract:

The research includes the general features of the deity "Aiosas",
which included many titles and gained religious nourishment from
the presence of various allocations in its names such as the egg, the
cobra, and the papyrus, and the symbols associated with it, such as
the scarab, the hedgehog and the cobra.

In addition, it had archaeological evidence from scenes in ancient
Egyptian temples and tombs of great importance, as it played a role
in the ancient Egyptian religion and the myth of creation in particular,
as it represented the female element that complements the idol
"Atum”, as it is the hand that was used in creation .. and it was
sanctified and made for it Palm-shaped amulets since the beginning
of the First Dynasty, and were used frequently in the First
Intermediate Period and the Middle Kingdom. It continued until late
times. The amulets indicated protection, creation, and the desire to
be reborn in the other world. They were considered deities of
motherhood.

Therefore, she had many different places of worship, as she is a
solar deity and the wife of the creator deity. The first of these cities is
the city of Hetepet. This city is located north of the city of "On", and
its worship was also mentioned in some major cities such as
"Memphis", "Thebes", "Abydos", "Esna", "Edfu" and "Dandara." ."
Her worship also extended to the "Al-Kharga" region, where she was
mentioned on the walls of the temple there, with a human body on
his head, a scarab or hedgehog. Which made her a city named after
her and a temple of her own.
